CAPE Listserv Policy
adopted 6/17/09
The CAPE listserv is a valuable space for public discussion on a wide range of issues of interest to the group.  The maintenance of this communal space is dependent upon members’ adherence to a few basic rules.  Subscribers are expected to exercise both common sense and courtesy in the messages they transmit over the listserv. Vigorous scholarly debate is welcome and encouraged, but contributors must express themselves in a professional manner and maintain a civil tone. Scholarly debate does not encompass personal attacks:  i.e., if you disagree with someone else's ideas, critique the ideas and not the individual. Defamatory, harassing, sexist, racist, obscene, and other offensive communications are not acceptable forms of communication over the listserv. Membership to the list is a privilege, not a right.  The listserv manager (or his/her acting representative), in consultation with at least one member of the CAPE executive, has the right to unsubscribe members from the list if they continue to communicate in an abusive manner after one warning.  The listserv manager (in consultation with at least one CAPE board member) has the right to judge what constitutes "abusive" communication in the context of the list. The violating member may not re-subscribe to the list using a different e-mail address or name.
