The Benefits of Staying at an On-Property
Hotel

On-property guests can:

- Experience Extra Magic Hours at the parks. Extra Magic Hours are
sometimes in the early morning and sometimes late at night. It’s
when the parks are only open to guests staying on property and it’s
a great time to experience the parks before they get crowded.

- Take Disney’s Magical Express from Orlando International Airport
to a Disney hotel, from the hotel to the airport.
