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Technical Services Annual Report 2002/2003

(Acquisitions, Cataloging, Collection Development, Serials)

OVERVIEW

Acquisitions:  $552,670 was spent on library resources (excluding binding, shipping, etc.) for all libraries.  Internet resources used 22.02%, journals, 43.78%, and books 29%.  See Appendix B and C.

Cataloging:  3,494 new titles (excluding retrospective conversion) were added to the collections.

Celebration: $14,430.49 was spent on materials for the Celebration Library.  82 items were cataloged for that library, bringing the total title holdings to 393.

Retrospective Conversion: Retrospective conversion of the circulating, reference, and Stetson theses collections was completed.

Budget Stabilization:  The University Budget Stabilization Program presented many challenges for the whole department as we operated with a materials budget reduced by $100,000.
I.  Challenges and Issues

A. Budget Stabilization Program


i. Monograph Acquisitions:  The great challenge was to maximize the buying power of reduced funds in departmental materials budgets to cover the needs of faculty and students.  We accomplished this by buying more paperback monographs and by paying strict attention to vendor discounts and incentives.  The number of titles cataloged was reduced by 27%.

ii. Periodicals Acquisitions:  Most of the budget reductions were accomplished through cancellations of periodicals and other continuations.  Over 500 subscriptions were cancelled, and tracking of credits due from vendors for these subscriptions was quite a challenge.  Every subscription cancelled also meant updating the catalog, the All-Journals website, and the OCLC Union List.

B. New Head of Technical Services

In September of 2002, Debbi Dinkins took over as Head of Technical Services.  Dinkins had limited experience with acquisitions and the learning curve was very steep, especially in a year with such tight budget constraints.  With the help of seasoned personnel in the Technical Services department and Library Director Betty Johnson, the transition went fairly smoothly.

II.  Five-Year Goals

A. Budget Stabilization Program

Technical Services will continue to operate within the parameters of the University’s Budget Stabilization Program for two more years.  This program affects all areas of the department, from the most obvious area of library acquisitions to less obvious areas, such as mending and binding because of monetary limitations.  The management of monographs, periodicals, and subscription databases will continue to be a challenge.  Optimizing acquisitions in these areas while staying within a diminished budget involved creative thinking and brainstorming among department personnel during the past year.  Due to fundraising and development efforts by the Library’s Director and Associate Director, gift funds are available to enhance departmental budgets.

B. Retrospective Conversion

While retrospective conversion of card cataloging to MARC format cataloging was completed for the circulating and reference collections in 2002/2003, conversion for special collections remains to be finished.  It will be a priority for the next two to three years to complete conversion of those records in the Stetson and Treasure Collections, making the wealth of materials in those collections more accessible.

C. Ten-Year Collection Evaluation Program

This program, begun in 2001, has gotten off to a slow start.  This program involves all librarians in evaluating assigned sections of the circulating collection for obsolete materials and also for possible acquisition needs.  While most of the librarians are slowly working on their sections during semester breaks, a few have not made any progress since the start of the program.  During the next five years, the Head of Technical Services needs to reexamine the need for this program and the parameters governing it. 

D. Gift Collections/Book Sales

It will be a priority for the Head of Technical Services to continue to examine revenue-generating possibilities from the Library’s book sale inventory.

E. Celebration Library Support


Technical Services will continue to support the library at Stetson’s Celebration Center through acquisitions and cataloging.

III/IV.
Progress 2002/2003 and Assessment

Agenda items for 2002/2003, as stated in the department’s last annual report, as well as assessment of those items are listed below.

A. Journals Cancellations: With the help of departmental liaisons, 171 paper journal subscriptions were cancelled in order to meet reduced budget allocations.  In addition, 437 microform subscriptions were cancelled, which were used to take the place of bound periodical volumes.  In the future, more of the budget will be used for binding of paper journals, and these bound volumes will use more of the Library’s shelf space. (See Appendix A, p.1)  In last year’s annual report, Johnson reported that journal cancellations would “have a severe impact on interlibrary loan”.  In 2001/2002, the Library spent $1,235 on interlibrary loan/document delivery.  This year, the Library spent $3,411.  This increase came from the reduced General Fund.

B. Monographic Purchases:  As shown in Appendix D, 3,494 books were cataloged and processed for the Main Library this year.  Compared to last year’s total of 4,807, this is a reduction of 27%.   Cataloging volume should stay at this level or below during budget stabilization.

C. Internet Subscription Databases:  No internet subscription databases were cancelled during the past year.  Access to full text journals through our existing subscriptions increased from 4,366 to 5,877.  We continue to rely heavily on full text resources through these subscriptions and we are able to fund them through consortia price breaks and vigorous price negotiation by our Library Director and Associate Director.

D. Ten-Year Collection Evaluation Program:  While funds were not available to update the collection, some progress was made in weeding a few sections of the circulating collection.  Most of the evaluation was done in the following sections:  J, L, M, PR, PS.

E. Space Planning:  As reported in part A of this section, most of the microform subscriptions were cancelled this year, which we have purchased in the past in lieu of binding paper journal issues.  Binding and microform needs for the next few years were evaluated this year by the Periodicals Supervisor and the Head of Technical Services.  Some paper journals will continue to be shelved as loose issues, some will be bound, and a select few will be replaced by microform.  As soon as budget constraints are lifted, the use of microform as a space-saving archival tool for our periodicals collection will need to be considered again.

F. Retrospective Conversion:  Conversion of catalog records to MARC format was completed this year for both the circulating collection and the reference collection.  This is a very important milestone in the history of this library, and completed a project begun more than ten years ago.  The paper shelflist in Technical Services was closed for input and will eventually move to a storage location.

G. Bibliographic and Holdings Updates:  Linda Grooms and Ann Molohon completed the vast number of updates to the web files for ALL Journals.html, the OCLC Union List, and the internal Access database.  The catalog was also updated for the changes in subscriptions and journal holdings.

H. Baptist Collection Move:  The majority of the Baptist Collection materials were withdrawn from the Library’s catalog (over 1100 volumes).  Some materials with rare historic value or with relation to Stetson were kept and incorporated into the circulating, Stetson, and Treasure collections.  The withdrawn Baptist Collection items have been evaluated and organized by an independent expert, and will be moved to the Baptist College of Florida in June, 2003.

V.
Agenda 2003/2004

A. Budget Stabilization Program:  Continue to work within the parameters of the University’s Budget Stabilization Program and maximize the capabilities of a reduced library materials budget.

B. Retrospective Conversion:  Begin and complete retrospective conversion of the Stetson Collection.  Begin retrospective conversion of the Treasure Collection.

C. Periodicals and Continuation Invoicing:  Move invoice date of Ebsco-supplied periodicals and continuations from June to October.  Ebsco will charge a slightly higher service charge percentage, but the time saved with fewer adjustment invoices throughout the year will be worth the extra cost.

D. Ten-Year Collection Evaluation Program:  Continue to monitor the progress of this program and search for ways to streamline the procedures and evaluation process for the participating librarians.

E. Book Sales and Other Revenue:  Hold one book sale events in fall and spring semesters.  Continue to investigate book sale opportunities through Ebay and other web services.

F. All-Journals Database:  Continue to maintain and enhance the All-Journals Database, a vital reference source for librarians, faculty and students.

G. Authority Control:  Continue to maintain authority control with current cataloging and make progress in correction of batch loaded headings.

H. Government Documents:  Begin correction of batch loaded records with incorrect locations and item types.

VI.
Other Accomplishments

A. Personnel Changes:  Ann Koziell, Acquisitions Assistant retired in June 2002.  Linda Zack joined the department as Acquisitions Specialist in July, and has drawn on her background in purchasing to keep our acquisitions functions running smoothly.

B. Cataloging and Processing Activity:  Appendix D shows cataloging and processing statistics for 2002/2003.  While number of cataloged items was down as expected due to budget limitations, other activities increased, such as weeding and correction of unauthorized headings.

C. Gifts in Kind Evaluation:  Geri Littler initially evaluated over three thousand items for addition to the Library’s collections.  Of those items, over one thousand were cataloged, including not only books but videos and compact discs.

D. Government Documents:  An increasing number of federal documents are no longer available in paper format, but are only accessible electronically.  Government Documents Specialist Karen Winkle worked with Government Documents Librarian Barbara Costello to update procedures and streamline the cataloging of these electronic documents into regular workflow.  Over four thousand federal documents titles in all formats were added to the Government Documents collection this year.

E. Periodicals Reshelving Study:  Periodicals Supervisor Linda Grooms provided the following summary.

During academic year 2002/2003, the Periodicals Department conducted a useage study.  The study counted reshelving statistics for all periodical materials published since 1984.  A disclaimer regarding the accuracy of using reshelving statistics to indicate actual use is in order.  Although we posted signs on each range of periodical shelving explaining the study and asked that all materials be placed on carts after use, we cannot be sure that materials were not reshelved before counting.

There are 1862 titles that have issue published since 1984 and they are housed on the Main floor of the Library.  During the fall semester of 2002, 2513 loose issues and bound volumes, representing 641 titles, were reshelved.  During the spring semester of 2003, 2386 loose issues and bound volumes, representing 606 titles, were reshelved.  A total of 880 unique titles were used during the study.  This represents approximately 47% of the targeted titles.  One hundred four titles were used more than 10 times, and 304 titles were used only once.

F. Authority Control:  As shown in Appendix D, Catalog Librarian Laura Kirkland

reports that 6684 authority headings were created or imported for new cataloged items added to the collection.  Kirkland corrected approximately 2000 authority headings from the initial Sirsi batch load of authority records. 

G. Order as Published Checking and Ordering:  The function of checking publishers websites for new publications in selected series or monographic sets was transferred from Technical Services Specialist Geri Littler to Continuations Specialist Ann Molohon.  The activities associated with this function closely mirror some of Molohon’s other continuations responsibilities and is proceeding smoothly.  This change frees Littler to do more copy cataloging, gift processing, and initial order searching.
