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Technical Services Annual Report 2003/2004
(Acquisitions, Cataloging, Collection Development, Serials)

OVERVIEW

Acquisitions:  $556,705 was spent on library resources (excluding binding, shipping, etc.) for all libraries.  $40,083 of the total spent came from gift funds, including the income generated from the Daphne Brownell endowment.  Internet resources used 23.26%, journals, 37.42%, and books 34.48%.  See Appendix B and C.

Cataloging:  4,941 new titles (excluding retrospective conversion) were added to the collections, a higher number than in any of the previous three years.
Celebration: $13,929.90 was spent on materials for the Celebration Library.  111 items were cataloged for that library, bringing the total title holdings to 473.

Retrospective Conversion: Retrospective conversion of the Stetson Collection was completed, and work began on the Treasure Collection.  Retrospective conversion of the record collection in the Music Library was completed.
Budget Stabilization:  The University Budget Stabilization Program continued as we operated with a materials budget reduced by $100,000.

Book Sales:  We opened an online bookstore in March, through ABE, to sell our book sale items to a broader audience.  To date, we have generated $609.27, after business costs, for our book sale fund.  The book sale fund is used to buy needed equipment, such as computers, printers and scanners.
I.  Challenges and Issues

A.  Budget Stabilization Program
We continued to operate with a reduced acquisitions budget.  The endowed gift fund from Daphne Brownell greatly increased our ability to buy monographs.  We spent $21,002.85 from that fund on monographs, and $19,080.13 from other gift funds on monographs and journal subscriptions.  The number of titles cataloged increased by 38% over last year.

B.  Ebsco Subscriptions

We moved our Ebsco invoicing date from June to October.  This move involved a slightly higher service charge, but resulted in far fewer subscription price adjustments throughout the year, saving staff time.
C.  All Journals Page

The number of journal titles available in full text through the All Journals webpage more than doubled this year.  Not only did the vendors offer more titles in full text, but Linda Grooms added the titles from Proquest Newspapers to the list.  Maintenance of this webpage is a very involved process and continues to take more and more of Grooms’ time.  
D.  Physical Space in Periodicals

Space limitations for paper and microform periodicals will become an issue soon.  Resolution of this issue will be added to the five-year goals section of this report, and Dinkins and Grooms will work to develop a solution to space needs in this area of the library.

E.  Cataloging Workload

The cataloging section of Technical Services and all the functions that support it, including processing and quality check, are currently understaffed due to the administrative changes made in 2002.  Dinkins will start looking at streamlining and redistributing the workflow in this area.

II.  Five-Year Goals

A.  Budget Stabilization Program

Technical Services will continue to operate within the parameters of the University’s Budget Stabilization Program for one more year.  This program affects all areas of the department, from the most obvious area of library acquisitions to less obvious areas, such as mending and binding because of monetary limitations.  

B.  Retrospective Conversion

Retrospective conversion of the Treasure collection will be completed during 2004/2005.  Attention will then turn to the government documents collection.  Dinkins, Government Documents Librarian Barbara Costello and Government Documents Specialist Karen Winkle will work together to develop and implement a plan for retrospective conversion of this vast collection.
C.  Gift Collections/Book Sales

We will continue to support and possibly expand the online bookstore aspect of book sales.  Other services, such as an affiliate program with Amazon, are available with the software currently used through ABE.
D.  Celebration Library Support


Technical Services will continue to support the library at Stetson’s Celebration Center through acquisitions and cataloging.

E.Periodicals Space

Dinkins and Grooms will develop and implement a plan for maximizing space for archived periodicals, either with more shelf space, microform, or off-site storage.

F.  Cataloging Workload

Dinkins will develop and implement a plan for streamlining or redistributing cataloging workflow.
III/IV.
Progress 2003/2004 and Assessment

Agenda items for 2003/2004, as stated in the department’s last annual report, as well as assessment of those items are listed below.

A.  Budget Stabilization Program:   Library materials budgets were fully spent and enhanced by gift funds, spending over $40,000 of gift funds on library materials.

B.  Retrospective Conversion:  The Stetson collection was completed and work on the Treasure Collection has begun.   When completed, bibliographic records for items in both of these collections will be accessible through the library’s online catalog.

C.  Periodicals and Continuation Invoicing:  By moving the Ebsco invoicing date to October from June, far fewer subscription price adjustments were processed.  According to Grooms, an average year resulted in over 500  subscription title adjustments and this year she processed 63.  This change, though associated with a higher service charge, pays for itself in terms of staff time.
D.  Ten-Year Collection Evaluation Program:  Most of the librarians have incorporated this project into their workflow, resulting in a more dynamic circulating collection in terms of updating and weeding.  LC classification  sections evaluated this year include the following:  B, C, E, G, J, L, N, PR, Q, T.
E.  Book Sales and Other Revenue:  We held one day-long book sale event during the fall semester.  We opened an online book store through ABE.  Both activities provide additional revenue for our book sale fund, which is used to buy needed computer equipment.
F.  All Journals Database:  Grooms more than doubled the number of full text titles accessible through the All Journals webpage.  The reference librarians count this resource as a vital one for our users.

G.  Authority Control:  Catalog Librarian Laura Kirkland continues to maintain authority control with current cataloging and to make progress in correction of batch loaded headings, thus enhancing the linking of headings in the online catalog.
H.  Government Documents:  Correction of batch loaded records for all formats of government documents bibliographic records was completed except for microfiche records.  Those records will be corrected during the next fiscal year.  Numbers of total titles reported in Appendix A do not match numbers of titles cataloged, reported in Appendix D, because of batch load corrections made this year.
V.
Agenda 2004/2005
A.  Budget Stabilization Program:  Continue to work within the parameters of the University’s Budget Stabilization Program and maximize the capabilities of a reduced library materials budget.

B.  Retrospective Conversion:  Complete retrospective conversion of the Treasure Collection.  Begin retrospective conversion of the government documents collection.
C.  Book Sales and Other Revenue:  Hold at least one book sale event in fall or spring semesters.  Continue online book sale efforts.
D.  All-Journals Database:  Continue to maintain and enhance the All-Journals Database, a vital reference source for librarians, faculty and students.

E.  Authority Control:  Continue to maintain authority control with current cataloging and make progress in correction of batch loaded headings.

F.  Government Documents:  Complete correction of batch-loaded government documents microfiche records.

G.  Cataloging Workflow: Evaluate workflow for cataloging functions within the department.  
H.  Periodicals Space:  Evaluate methods of archiving periodicals in terms of space.

VI.
Other Accomplishments

A.  Cataloging and Processing Activity:  Appendix D shows cataloging and processing statistics for 2003/2004.  Number of cataloged items increased, as well as other activities in the department, including scores and recordings cataloging, and mending.
B.  Gifts in Kind Evaluation:  Geri Littler initially evaluated 1,050 items for addition to the Library’s collections.  Of those items, 489 were added to the circulating collections.  See Appendix D.
C.  Periodicals Space Improvements:  The Russian language journals area was revamped, replacing old boxes with new ones and relabeling them.

D.  Student Supervision Team Formed:  Pat Lopez suggested we form a new Student Supervision team and then agreed to chair it.  The team consists of library personnel who supervise students.

VII.        Periodicals Report
 (reported by Linda Grooms)
A.  Exchange Activity

We continue to use Backserv (an electronic exchange list) to fill gaps in our collection and to offer unneeded issues to other libraries. This fiscal year we received 29 issues from 20 different libraries and supplied 83 issues to 44 different requesting libraries. Seven volumes were completed and bound because of this activity. The only payment we make for the issues we receive is reimbursement of the donating library’s postage expense. Likewise, we are reimbursed for the postage to fill requests from other libraries. This is an on-going project for our student library assistants and the value of the program in filling needs during any given year is very much dependent on the diligence of the assistants. 

B.  Departmental Activities

During the 2003/2004 academic year, we revamped the area that houses our Russian language journals. All holdings were checked for gaps; our old cardboard issue boxes were replaced with new clear plastic boxes; new labels were generated and attached to boxes. It is now easier to find items of interest, and the overall look now matches the rest of our periodicals collection.

Based on our experience during 2002/2003 with placing some of our subscriptions directly with the publishers to avoid paying an agent’s service charge, I identified five additional publishers from whom we are now ordering directly. The resulting savings of agent’s service charges (at the 2002/2003 subscription rates) was over $1000.00 during this fiscal year. Additionally, I was able to get the 2003 subscription prices for our 2004 subscriptions from one publisher, due to ordering in September. This alone saved $1700.00

Maintenance of the Alljrls list for the Library web page this year included updating all URLs to include our new proxy server’s URL. This eases off-campus access to our electronic databases.

I added access to 84 PubMed Central journals and 103 BioMed Central journals to the Alljrls list. These highly regarded electronic journals are open access (free) and strengthen our science resources.

At the FLA conference, I discussed availability of journal level URLs with our WilsonWeb customer service representative. When I told him WilsonWeb was the last of our aggregator databases without URL access to the journal level, he contacted his support people and provided the requested URLs within a week. I am still in the process of updating our Alljrls list with these new URLs.
