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Technical Services Annual Report 2005/2006
(Acquisitions, Cataloging, Collection Development, Serials)

Compiled by Head of Technical Services Debbi Dinkins

OVERVIEW

Acquisitions:  $654,448 was spent on library resources (including binding, shipping, etc.) for all libraries.  $82,998 of the total spent came from gift funds, including the income generated from the Daphne Brownell endowment and the S. Elizabeth Stetson endowment, and from book sale funds.  Journal subscriptions took 37.9% of the budget, web databases took 28.4%, and books took 25.8%.  See Appendix B and C for details.

Cataloging:  5,620 new titles in all formats (excluding Government Documents and retrospective conversion) were added to the collections.  See Appendix D for details.
Celebration Library:  The Celebration Library was closed in May 2006 and all holdings were withdrawn.  Technical Services will continue to support Celebration students with online access to databases and ebooks.
Budget Stabilization:  The University Budget Stabilization Program continued as we operated with a materials budget $50,000 lower than 2001/2002 levels.

Book Sales:  We continued the online book store through ABE.  During 2005/06, we deposited $3,919.85 from ABE sales.  This extra income allowed us to buy much-needed staff computers, barcode scanners, and library materials.
All Journals List:  We implemented Serials Solutions in March in order to keep our list of online and physical journal holdings up-to date.
I.  Challenges and Issues

A.  Budget Stabilization Program
We continued to operate with a reduced acquisitions budget.  The University restored $50,000 to the library materials fund and most of that amount was spent on web databases.  Total expenditures for web databases ($185,946) surpassed total expenditures for books ($168,851) this year.  Journal subscriptions are still our highest materials expenditure at $248,146 this fiscal year.  The Daphne Brownell endowed gift fund continued to allow us to buy much-needed monographs.  We spent $29,434 from that fund on monographs, and $49,499 from other gift funds (including the Rinker fund and the Roland George Investment Program) on monographs and journal subscriptions.  We are hopeful that $50,000 will be restored to the acquisitions budget next fiscal year, which will only bring us up to 2001/2002 purchasing ability.  
B.  Physical Space in Periodicals

Limited space for paper and bound journals is an immediate issue.  Resolution of this issue is one of the five-year goals of the department and Dinkins, Periodicals Supervisor Linda Grooms and Library Director Betty Johnson have begun work on a periodicals retention project addressing this issue.
C. Cataloging Workload
We continue to operate with only one full-time cataloger and two part-time copy catalogers for all collections, excluding Government Documents.  Dinkins and Catalog Librarian Laura Kirkland continue to monitor this situation and hope for the opportunity to add, at the least, a part-time cataloger.
D.  Catalog Web Interface 

The library needs to move to a later version of web interface for our catalog.  Our current version, Webcat, is no longer being developed or enhanced by Sirsi.
E.  Personnel Changes
Government Documents Specialist Karen Winkle resigned in May 2006 to accept a professional librarian position elsewhere.  Angela Story will replace Winkle in this position.  
II.  Five-Year Goals, 2005/2006

A.  
Periodicals Space
Dinkins, Grooms, and Johnson will continue work on the periodicals retention project.  This project is labor-intensive because each title must be considered independently.  Aspects for each title are considered, such as use of paper and bound issues, online availability, and the needs of the interested academic departments.  We have great hopes that when the first phase of the project is completed, we will have freed a great deal of shelf space in the periodicals area.  Periodicals shelf space should become a less critical issue as we rely more and more on online access to journals. 

B.  
Cataloging Workload

Dinkins and Kirkland, with the help of the Cataloging Team, will continue to monitor and streamline the cataloging workload and explore the possibility of adding a part-time cataloger.

C.
Authority Project

Kirkland, with the help of Technical Services Specialist Geri Littler, will continue to verify or correct authority records brought into Sirsi during the batch load in 1997.  Thousands of these records need evaluation.  
D.
Sirsi Staff Interface Conversion

Sirsi users in Technical Services will continue to convert to the Java Client interface for Workflows.

E.
Zero Growth in Circulating Book Collection

Technical Services librarians and staff will continue to evaluate the circulating book collection and withdraw obsolete and outdated books.  In 2005/2006, we added 3,844 volumes to the circulating collection and withdrew 2,855.  With a bit more effort and with the cooperation of the other librarians, we will try to attain a short-term goal of zero growth for this collection.

III/IV.
Progress 2005/2006 and Assessment

Agenda items for 2005/2006, as stated in the department’s last annual report, as well as assessment of those items are listed below.

A. Sirsi Workflows Upgrade and Migration:  In December, Sirsi was upgraded to Unicorn 2003.1.4.  We downloaded the Java Client interface and it is being used in Technical Services.

B. Retrospective Conversion:  Retrospective conversion of a few small collections, such as audiocassettes and ultrafiche, was completed.  We are still evaluating a small collection of microcards.  During 2006/07, student assistants will look for duplicate titles in our catalog and also look for free access to the titles online.  If the majority of microcard titles are found elsewhere, we will withdraw the microcards.
Government Documents retrospective conversion progressed this year, adding 444 titles.  This part of the conversion project will be given a lower priority while Story is training as Government Documents Specialist.

C. Book Sales and Other Revenue:  We held one book sale event in the spring.  Online book sales through ABE Books continue.

D. All-Journals Database:  In the fall, we reviewed Serials Solutions and Ebsco’s A to Z list for management of journals holdings.  We chose Serials Solutions and implemented it in March.  This product not only gives up-to-date access to our online holdings but also features a data management function that we have never had for this collection.  See the end of Section VII’s Periodicals report for a chart generated by Serials Solutions on aggregator use.

E. Authority Control:  We continued to maintain authority control with current cataloging and made progress in correction of batch loaded headings.  Kirkland and Littler corrected and/or updated 5,982 unauthorized headings and added 6,386 authorized headings.
F. Government Documents:  Winkle completed correction of batch-loaded government documents microfiche records.

G. Cataloging Workload:  We continued to monitor cataloging workload.   The number of physical items being cataloged has remained fairly constant over the last few years, although we did catalog more new videos, scores, and recordings this year than in recent years.  However, cataloging of digital formats is increasing steadily and that requires librarian-level cataloging.  This year we cataloged 207 ebooks and 15 websites and we expect those numbers to increase next year.  For new materials processing, we were fortunate to have capable student assistants this year and they allowed us to avoid backlogs. 

H. Periodicals Space:  Dinkins, Grooms, and Johnson continue to work with periodicals titles, identifying titles for binding, titles for limited retention and titles for withdrawal.  
V.

A. Periodicals Space:  Continue periodicals retention project.
B. Cataloging Load and Workflow: Continue to evaluate cataloging load and look for ways to streamline processes.  

C. Book Sales and Other Revenue:  Hold at least one book sale event in fall or spring semesters.  Continue online book sale efforts.
D. Authority Control:  Continue to maintain authority control with current cataloging and make progress in correction of batch loaded headings.

E. Sirsi Java Client:  Complete Java Client conversion in Technical Services by end of May 2007.
F. Government Documents:  Fully train Story in all aspects of Government Documents Specialist responsibilities.  
G. Collection Evaluation:  Evaluate more volumes from the circulating collection as part of the collection evaluation project.  Withdraw at least 3,000 circulating volumes to approach zero growth for this collection.
VI.
Other Accomplishments

A. Cataloging and Processing Activity:  Appendix D shows cataloging and processing statistics for 2005/2006.  Number of cataloged items increased as we cataloged a large gift collection of videocassettes and we started adding cataloged ebooks to the library collection.
B. Gifts in Kind Evaluation:  Technical Services Specialist Geri Littler initially evaluated 1,995 items for addition to the Library’s collections.  Of those items, 847 were added to the circulating collection.  See Appendix D.
VII.        Periodicals Report
 (reported by Linda Grooms)
During the Fall of 2005, we conducted concurrent trials of two commercial A-Z services, Ebsco’s A-Z and Serials Solutions’ Access and Management Suite, seeking to make better use of our electronic resources. I evaluated the products for ease of implementation, administration, and accuracy of information presented. I received better customer service from Serials Solutions and this product seemed to have a better handle on tracking title changes, so my recommendation was to go with Serials Solutions’ Access and Management Suite. The Library administration took my comments and the evaluations of the reference librarians into consideration and decided to subscribe to the Serials Solution product. I spent the next three months preparing for implementation by formatting our data to be accepted, and previewing the presentation of our Serials Solutions portal to ensure we were ready for going live at the beginning of March 2006. 

Weekly meetings with the Library Director and the Head of Technical have been addressing shelf-space problems by evaluating our collection, title-by-title, to determine the best means of access and archive for each. Many of our print journals, that are also available online and show little use in print, will be retained for a limited time, instead of being bound and shelved indefinitely. 

We changed our subscription package for ACM journals from the core print package to the digital package. Most of these titles are now received both in print and online, the print being retained for the current year and a two-year backfile, with the archival access being the electronic issue.

We changed our print subscriptions for ASC journals to online only.

These retention changes are resulting in withdrawing many journals from our collection. Most of these withdrawn journals are offered first on sale lists to back issue vendors, with the remainder being offered on exchange lists.

We continue to use Backserv (an electronic exchange list) to fill gaps in our collection, and to make our unwanted issues available to other libraries. This fiscal year we received 68 items from 15 libraries and supplied 550 items to 59 libraries. Ten volumes were completed and bound because of our participation in this program.
